2026 prices are per person in US dollars. Prices 
include: all accommodations (see below); airport 
transfers and land transportation as detailed in the tour 
itinerary; basic internet where available in hotel rooms 
and aboard ships (service levels not guaranteed); en-
tertainment and special dinners as arranged by Tauck; 
as well as some alcoholic beverages; shore excursions 
and sightseeing; standard luggage handling; services 
of ship crew and local guides.
